Giannis Maniatakos was appointed director of the Preparatory and
Professional School of Fine Arts in Panornos Tinos in 1971, and remained
in this position until 2001 when he retired.

His work at the School was two-fold; he was director and teacher. Both
roles demand time and devotion. One could use a multitude of words to
describe Giannis Maniatakos’ 30-year contribution to the School.
However, one word describes all his actions and footsteps; ethic. An ethic
which aims to do good, beyond any narrow negotiation of correctness
and any management of actions and values. Giannis Maniatakos had
always been striving to do good as a man who knew that no one is
flawless; he will be remembered for his purity, clarity, and his deep
awareness of how people can live harmoniously within nature, how they
can be taught by it, and how they can progress within its premises.

As a teacher and artist, he gave his knowledge and experience with
generosity to more than 300 students. As a director, he is to be credited
with the School’s progress throughout his tenure, and with establishing
the School as one of the prominent institutions of Art education in
Greece.

“By making Art, we pray. Or, by dealing with the Visible and Temporary,
we even get to know the Invisible and Eternal which has been governing

the universe.

And how about our payment? It will be in cash; in the form of delight, as
we Work.

The sun, again, relentlessly judges the form,; whatever it does not approve
of, it kicks it away.
