Thomas Edison (1847-1931), one of the most iconic inventors of
the modern era, is best known for perfecting the electric light bulb
and for what came to be known as the "Edison effect” — the emis-
sion of electrons from heated metals. Despite being self-taught
and partially deaf, he radically transformed the way we live and
work, even founding the first electric power plant in New York city.

Edison's imagination was boundless. Could he ever have imagined
that his invention of light would find a home within works of art?
That light —so practical, so familiar— could be embedded into
ceramic objects, giving them a new poetic dimension?

The exhibition "Edison's Dream" explores the world of light, ener-
gy, and innovation through the lens of contemporary ceramics. The
participating artists draw inspiration from the tension between the
technological and the hand-crafted, the functional and the aes-
thetic, the past and the future.
